	Not only have high intelligence scores but also tend to have other special talents such as musical or artistic.

	Above Average Intelligence
	(106-120)
	Have high intelligence scores but also have a high capacity to be able to learn independently.

	Normal Intelligence
	(90-105)
	Able to acquire reading and arithmetic skills to about college level.

	Below Normal Intelligence
	(70-90)
	Able to acquire reading and arithmetic skills to about tenth grade level and can later function independently and engage in productive work.

	Mild Intellectual Disabilities
	(50-69)
	Able to acquire reading and arithmetic skills to about sixth grade le el and can later function relatively independently and engage in productive work.

	Moderate Intellectual Disabilities 
	(35-49)
	Able to learn simple communication and manual skills but have difficulty acquiring reading and arithmetic skills.

	Severe Intellectual Disabilities
	(20-34)
	Capable of basic speech and may be able to learn repetitive tasks in supervised settings.

	Profound Intellectual Disabilities 
	(below 20)
	Severe delays in all areas of development but some may learn simple tasks in supervised setting.
